Standing Range Orders


EVERYONE MUST FOLLOW THESE RULES AT ALL TIMES
· Safety is the foremost concern of all individuals using this range.
· Any person shooting at the range shall have a valid Firearms License as defined by the Firearms Act, or be directly supervised by a member who holds such a valid license, and shall have signed the Waiver Against Liability document.
· Upon entering the range gate, close and lock the gate behind you.
· Your club membership number is the last 4 digits of your PAL card (the 4 numbers before the decimal) followed by your initials. Upon arriving at the range, sign in with your name or membership number in the log book located in an ammo can near the firing range. Anyone using restricted or prohibited weapons is required by law to sign in.

· Raise the red flag and flip the range sign to signify the range is in use. 
· If there are two or more persons on the range, one must act as Range Officer.
· All members are responsible for informing their guests of the Standing Range Orders.
· Safety glasses and hearing protection must be worn during shooting activity at any range. 
· Treat every firearm as if it were loaded. 
· There is to be no loading of firearms until the shooter is on the firing line.
· No handling of ammunition in the designated safety zone.
· Ensure your firearm’s muzzle is pointed downrange at all times when in use. 
· All firearms, when not on the firing line, must be stored in the rack, cased, holstered or handled in a designated safety area. 
· Keep your finger off the trigger and out of the trigger guard until you are ready to fire. 
· Know your target and be aware of what is between you and your target as well as what is beyond your target. 
· Shoot only approved targets in appropriate locations for each range and firing lane. 
· Shoot only at your own target. Do not fire at other shooters’ targets. 
· Shoot only the appropriate targets for the firearm and ammunition you are firing. (i.e.: Do not fire at pistol targets with center-fire rifles)
· Shooting of aerial targets is not permitted.
· Shooting while running is not permitted.
· Shooting permitted during daylight hours only
· Be mindful of the possibility of persons or game wandering onto the range while you are shooting.
· Tracer and armor piercing ammunition is not permitted. 
· Any instructions issued by the Range Safety Officer must be followed. 
· All shooting must be done from behind the firing line. Under no circumstances is anyone permitted in front of the firing line while the range is active. 
· No climbing on berms, under any conditions
· No glass or other inappropriate target material is allowed.
· Garbage to be removed, including targets and target backing that you have affixed and used. 
· Good sportsmanship and etiquette is expected at all times.
· Report any unsafe condition, damage, vandalism or unsafe actions to the Range Officer and the Executive.
· No level of impairment will be tolerated at the range; including, but not limited to, impairment from; alcohol, prescription drugs, recreational drugs, fatigue or stress. 
· If you are the last person to leave the range, lower the red flag and flip the sign to signify the range is no longer in use. Upon exiting the range gate, close and lock the gate behind you. 
· Club members found in violation of any Club rules are subject to immediate removal from the range and revocation of Club membership.
